WANT TO BILL MEDICARE PATIENTS?  

Make sure to use the proper ABN & Modifier 

Donôt forget to use Trailblazerôs new ABN form. The 

new version replaces the ABN-G, ABN-L, & Notice 

of Excluded Medicare Benefits (NEMB).

Appropriate Medicare ABN Modifiers:  

GA- Waiver of liability on file ï Services may be 

denied for medical necessity and the physician may 

bill the patient after the claim is denied. 

GX - Notice of liability issued, voluntary under payer 

policy. Utilize this modifier as a replacement to the 

NEMB. This modifier will allow you to bill for a 

denial remittance to either bill the patient or the 

secondary payor. 

 

Be careful not to use the GX on 

the same line as many liability-

related modifier. This includes 

EY (No doctorôs order on file), 

GA, GL (Medically unnecessary 

upgrade provided instead of non-upgraded item, no 

charge, no ABN), and others, Medicare will likely 

deny your claim.
